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Thank you for choosing me to do your headshots.

One of the most important (and misunderstood) things to consider when preparing to come to your
session is wardrobe. When preparing your wardrobe for a headshot session, bring a variety of solid
colors and combinations that can be layered, such as a white crew neck t-shirt with a denim or leather
jacket or a tank top with a light sweater. Stay away from things like logos, spaghetti straps, and busy
patterns. These clothes may look good on you in person and may describe your personality, but they do
not make for a good headshot. Wardrobe needs to be well thought out, but still simple so it does not
draw attention away from you.

Men

Bring a solid color, crew neck t-shirt and a denim or leather jacket if you have one. If you are doing a
corporate look, bring a coat and tie. Muscle tees and tank tops are usually not going to work, so make
sure you bring more than just that. Solid colored, collared shirts are good as long as they do not have

logos. Sweaters are good as long as the neckline is not too high.

Women

Bring a solid color, crew neck t-shirt and a denim or leather jacket if you have one. If you are doing a
corporate look, bring a business suit. Spaghetti straps and tank tops need to have a shawl or some other
shoulder covering brought in order for them to work well. Sweaters are good as long as the neckline is
not too high.

Jewelry
If you have pierced ears, make sure you have earrings with you and that they are not too large and
distracting. Simple studs are best. Necklaces should be extremely simple or not worn at all.

Makeup

You will be handling your own makeup, and it needs to be kept extremely simple. Base foundations, lip
color, and light eye shadow and liners are good. Absolutely no make up is allowed on girls 16 or
younger.

Hair

You will be handling your own hair, and it should be kept relatively simple — similar to the way you will
wear it if you are called in for an audition. If you would like shots done with both curly and straight
hair, wear it into the studio in its natural state and change it halfway through the session.
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Bring a variety of options, even if you are only having one look done.
Solid colors and crew neck t-shirts.

Denim or leather jackets.

Shawls or sweaters to cover bare shoulders.

DO NOT

Sleeveless t-shirts.

Turtlenecks.

Busy patterns.

Plunging necklines.

Logos.

Makeup on girls 16 or younger.
Heavy or dangling jewelry.
